Future Yard is a dynamic music venue and creative hub in 
Birkenhead, with the aim of using the power of music to create 
long-lasting change in our area. Our ‘Mosh Tots Gigs For Kids’ 
series for children up to 8, Band Clubs for all children 6 and above, and ‘New 
Noise Music Centre’ for children aged 13-17, form our innovative cradle to 
career pathway for young people. Our aim is to help young people develop a 
lifelong love of music, through playing, learning the skills to make it happen 
or simply enjoying music as a key part of their lives. We are supported by 
Arts Council England as a National Portfolio Organisation for this work, 
and the wealth of other training programmes aimed at creating pathways 
into the live music industry such as our live production careers training 
programme ‘Sound Check’ and artist development pathway ‘Propeller’.

1. Welcome & Movement Warm-Up (10 mins)

Activity: "Shake, Tap, Scrape – Body Jam"

      Stand in a circle or at desks

      Warm-up through body percussion using the 3 action types:

            Shake = wiggle shoulders or jazz hands

            Tap = knees, hands, table tops

            Hit = pumping fists together

      Call out actions – students copy the sound and action

      Build a rhythm using these body sounds

Stretch: Add in vocal sounds to match (e.g., “ssh”, “tss”, “dum”) to reinforce sound textures

2. Sound Detective: Exploring Instruments (10 mins)

Activity: "Guess the Sound!"

Introduce 4–6 untuned percussion instruments one at a time

      Play each one: students guess how it’s played – shake, tap, or hit

      Let students pass instruments around in small groups to try them out (guided and  

      supervised)

      Discuss: What does it sound like? When might we hear that in music?

Optional Extension: If short on real instruments, create a “DIY percussion table” with objects

(boxes, jars with rice, wooden spoons etc.)

3. Rhythm Repeater: Call & Response (10 mins)

Activity: “Follow the Beat”

      Use clapping or a drum to play a 4-beat rhythm

      Students echo back with either claps, body percussion or chosen instruments

      Vary rhythms and get faster/slower

Tip: Use words from previous workshop (Bear – Bear – Pen-guin) if helpful!

Stretch: Let students take turns being the leader

1. Welcome + Introduction ~5 minsRemind pupils of the previous lessons’ focus: band identity.“Last time, you worked as bands, creating your own identity. You chose a band name, designed a logo, and thought

about what your music says about you. Today, we’re not changing the music itself. We’re building on your identity

and focusing on how you prepare to perform it as a band. Musicians don’t just have a name and a look. They also

think carefully about how they rehearse, how they work together, and how they present their music to an audience.”

Discussion:
What makes a performance feel confident?Why is it important to practise transitions between sections?How can your band identity come through in a performance?

2. Warm-Up + Focus ~5-10 mins“Before we start rehearsing, warm up your instruments or voices. Stretch your fingers, shake out your arms, and make

sure everyone is ready to focus. A calm, prepared start makes a big difference.”
Play simple scales or patterns on instrumentsHum or sing simple warm-ups
Try call and response between two instruments or voicesHow does warming up help you feel ready to perform?

3. Refining Musical Parts ~10 mins“Now let’s refine our parts. Focus on the sections that are tricky and play them slowly at first. Then put them together

with the group. Pay attention to timing, rhythm, and dynamics. That’s what makes a performance sound polished.”

Model a tricky section slowly (or re-watch previous videos if needed) a pupil may be able to lead this!

Pupils echo and repeat
Groups practise their parts and bring them togetherFocus on accuracy, timing, and controlThink: “Which parts sound strongest now? Are there any parts that still need more practise?”4. Rehearsing Transitions ~10 mins“Transitions are the moments when one section changes to the next, or when instruments and voices come in or drop

out. Practise moving smoothly so the music flows naturally. Think about cues. A cue is a signal that tells someone

when to come in or change.”
Identify where transitions happen in the piece, working out how to transition one section into the start of the next

Practise clear cues (musical or visual) and repeat until smooth and confident
You can even create a cue sheet, or a music map, showing all transitions and cues!
